NPR – FUNDRAISING SUPPORT 

NPR's On Air Fundraising and Promotions department supports fundraising and promotional work by member stations through highly-produced audio and web materials.
Twice a year we participate in the Coordinated Drive, supplying fundraiser-friendly versions of NPR programs. 
We feed these by satellite and make them available on Content Depot several weeks in advance of the Spring and Fall drives.
Also twice annually, we feed numerous highly-produced fundraising spots from NPR personalities. These feature some of the best audio moments from our news, classical and jazz programs, and a giving message from our on-air staff. These spots remind listeners of the value of public radio in their lives, and reinforce the Giving Path steps. OAFP also supplies stations with customized fundraising spots voiced by NPR personalities. Last year, we created some 6000 of these, and on our web site we've made available sample scripts to get you started. 
During the weeks of Coordinated Drive we feed fundraising-friendly versions of "Morning Edition" and "All Things Considered."  These feature modified clocks to allow for station pledging; and special fundraising segments with "best-of" moments, testimonials from favorite NPR personalities and surprise guests, and behind-the-scenes conversations with our reporters. The segments can be used independently by stations, and  are  fed as part of the "Pitch Break Channel" versions of Morning and ATC.
Each month, and daily during the drives, we add a web module keyed to an on-air story, that reinforces the need for listener support.
